Cllr Reeve and Cllr Varley – Item 7.2 Roecliffe Park.

To confirm the minutes of meeting held on 20th September 2018 as a true and correct record.


These were accepted as a true correct record and were signed by the Chairman.  Proposed Cllr Newberry, seconded Cllr Varley.

To Receive the District Councillor’s Reports.


District Cllr Nick Brown opened his report with an update of the HBC Local Plan Enquiry currently taking place.  He reported that it is still very early on in the process and has noted that the Inspector is very interested in the views of the general public.  Cllr Brown has already presented to the enquiry and is due to again on 29th January.  He is not convinced the plan is sound and he has raised his concerns over the huge volumes of new homes north of the river and the infrastructure not being able to cope.  He does not feel this will directly affect Roecliffe.  Cllr Brown is due to speak again on 29th January with regard to the Flaxby development which he does support.


He concluded his report by advising is that HBC Council Tax is expected to increase by 2.9% although this has yet to be approved by council.

To Receive Parish Clerk’s Report


The Parish Clerk reported that there has been no answer to her letters to HBC. These concerned the footpath from Roecliffe up Barr Lane to Read Boardall requiring the overgrowth being scraped back towards the hedge and asking if any further measures can be taken to improve the implementation of the HGV ban.  District Cllr Brown recommended to ‘cc’ County Cllr Windass on all correspondence to NYCC.

To Receive an Update on Finance

6.1
With regard to the Annual Internal Audit, Cllr Bolland presented to the meeting that other local Parish Councils, including Brafferton and Kirby Hill, meet with other local Parish Councils to audit each other’s accounts.  Roecliffe and Westwick Parish Council are welcome to join this group. The audit is expected to take place towards the end of April.  This proposal was unanimously agreed.

18/02216/FULMAJ – Roecliffe Park.  This application is due before the Planning Committee on 29th January 2019.  Cllr Newberry will restate the Parish Councils objection with support from District Cllr Brown if he is available.  (District Cllr Brown also speaking at HBC Local Plan Enquiry the same day.)

To receive an update on the Village Green – 

Cllr Bolland purchased the signs and Cllr Newberry has put them into place around the Village Green.  Cllr Newberry also purchased and erected the wooden posts which have been placed strategically around the Village Green.  So far, they seem to be working.  There are spare materials available to make more signs and posts if necessary.  Cllr Bolland thanked Cllr Newberry for his help.

9.  
To receive an Update on Tree Maintenance.

Removing the lower branches to aid the lawn cutters is planned for the near future.  Alan Gilleard has offered to help procure the trees and advise on best places to purchase.  There is a walnut tree to be planted.

To receive an Update on Commuted Sums.

Cllr Newberry gave the meeting a presentation on Commuted Sums and what potential funding could be available to Roecliffe and Westwick when new homes are built in the Parish.  Commuted Sums are due to be replaced later this year by the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL).  There are 8 categories for funding and currently Roecliffe and Westwick could receive funding for the green spaces (Village Green etc.) and the Church Yard.  As Roecliffe and Westwick do not have a Village Hall funding would go to Skelton Hall as they are the nearest Village Hall.  
There then followed some discussion about the possibility of making improvements (heating, kitchen, toilets, removable chairs) to the church with the possibility of making it into a meeting place as other than the  School and Coach House, there is no meeting place in the Village.  Cllr Newberry asked Cllr Bolland to discuss this possibility with the Church.

To receive an Update on the Neighbourhood Plan.

Cllr Bolland updated the meeting on the Neighbourhood Plan.  It has still not been submitted to HBC as HBC are currently updating the maps.  Once the Plan has been reviewed by HBC there will be an opportunity for residents, businesses and stakeholders to make their comments.

To discuss the Parish Website

The Parish Clerk and Cllr Bolland presented the meeting with an update on the Parish Website.  After Cllr Bolland, Cllr Newberry and the Clerk met with the webmaster of Alne Village Website, it was decided that a similar format would work well for Roecliffe and Westwick Village Website.  To implement the website, a host package has been purchased from Create and also the URL www.roecliffewestwickvillage.co.uk
